Down The Pike We Go

Mark Twain was about a hundred years ahead of most
of us in our Recce group. He was born in 1835. We

had our Vietnam; for Mark, a hundred years earlier, it was
the War Between The States. While living in Nevada and
California during that bloody war, Mark honed his writing
skills for his fame of later years. His early trips to the West
Coast were either by way of a tortuous stagecoach trip
across the then unfriendly Western territories, or by boat
down to the Panama area, by horse and carriage overland
there, and then by boat up to California. A mighty long
and treacherous trip. 

In 1869, when Mark was 34, he witnessed the opening
of train service coast to coast. That cut the travel time to
about a week. He took full advantage of speedy train 
travel, and remarked upon the huge and impressive
progress he had witnessed in his lifetime.

Mark (born as Samuel Clemens) died in 1910. If he
could’ve stuck around another 50 years, he would’ve 
really been impressed. For example, he could have com-
pared his long trips across these United States to what
some of our own Recce members did in the Sun Run in
Nov. of 1957. Lt. Gus Klatt made it across the United States
in 3 hours and 7 minutes in the RF-101 Voodoo – a favorite 
flying machine to many of us.

By the way, for those of you who might think 2004 is
unique for the contentious debate about our country’s 
politics and role in world affairs, just go back 100 years.
Read a little about the turmoil of those years and about an
aggressive contemporary of Mark’s by the name of Teddy
Roosevelt. The two knew one another very well, and
Mark, although he greatly respected President Roosevelt,
was nonetheless highly critical of many of his policies. But
that should be no great surprise. Much of Mark Twain’s
fame and fortune was the product of his humorous 
contempt for all politicians.

Our country survived those years of turmoil quite well;
though, and it’ll survive these years too. It’ll be just fine.

Mark’s grandfather probably lived much the same as
did his ancestors for generations before. But what a
change during Mark’s lifetime. And that was nothing
compared to the changes in our own lifetimes. What
would Mark say about the Internet, space travel, cell
phones with cameras, etc., etc. and etc. And what will
they think of next?

Advances in health care and medications are allowing
many of us to live and remain active longer than we 
expected. Being here long enough to watch our 
grandchildren pick up the reins is plenty of incentive to
stick around and all the high-tech change yet to come is
just a bonus.

So enjoy the ride – including the passionate but healthy
political debate that goes hand-in-hand with freedom in
our great country. We are blessed!

VA Experiences

We’ve all read the negative vibes about the VA from
the politicos and the news media, so I expected that

my visit to the Kansas City VA Hospital (my first in 31
years) might not be a pleasant experience. I was wrong. 
I had an appointment for an Agent Orange Registry Exam.
It involved an interview with a nurse practitioner and an
extensive physical exam. Everyone I came in contact with
was friendly, helpful and polite. If you served in Vietnam
between 1962 and 1975, and have not had an Agent
Orange Registry Exam, I’d suggest you do so. The VA is
especially encouraging Vietnam veterans with type 2 
diabetes to participate. The VA will presumptively 
recognize Type 2 (mellitus) diabetes as service connected.

Burial Records on the Web
In April 2004, the National Cemetery Administration 

brought the Nationwide Gravesite Locator online making
3.2 million burial records available to the public on the
Internet. These records – dating to the Civil War – include
burials at the VA’s 120 national cemeteries and some state
veterans cemeteries. It also includes those buried in
Arlington National Cemetery after 1999. You can find the
site at www.cem.va.gov.

Photo interpreters provided
volumes of intelligence information, completing the pilot’s
actions, for many of the Korean operations including the
Inchon landing and the Sukchon/Sunchon paratroop cam-
paigns. While the cover photo may imply that the book is
SAC oriented, inside you’ll
find that Tac Recce is amply
covered and liberally illus-
trated. In fact, the authors
have dedicated the book to
Col. Karl L. “Pop” Polifka,
who was commander of the
67th TRW at the time. The
authors have done a great job
of telling how it was done
with vivid reminders of that
bleak era. I’m pleased to have
it in my library.
