A book that will have a special place in my library is
Ghosts of The Great War, Aviation in World War One by
Philip Makanna. Produced for the American Air Museum
in Britain by the group that publishes the Ghosts
calendars, the photography is spectacular, including
historic photos of many of the aces of WW I. | was able to
acquire a copy that included a CD of the sounds of the
complete flight of five WW I aircraft from takeoff, to
fly-bys landing and shutdown. It was interesting to listen
to a Gnome rotary engine that operated at a constant RPM.
For simplicity, some models dispensed with throttles,
exhaust piping, fuel pumps and oil coolers.
